9:00 AM            Eat breakfast at home. Meet at church and depart for Hills Creek State Park, PA.
12:30 PM         Arrive at Hills Creek State Park – set up group campsite. Eat lunch by patrols.
~2:00 PM         Hike trails at the park or tour the canyon area.
~6:00 PM         Dinner by patrols. Adults assigned to a patrol for eating, or adult/senior patrol.
Sunday, April 10th
6:30 AM          Rise for Breakfast. Break camp early.
8:00 AM          Proceed to Pine Creek Outfitters for our raft trip – www.pinecrk.com
~4:00 PM         Finish rafting and depart for Ithaca (buy fast-food dinners coming back)
~7:00 PM         Arrive in Ithaca area (Scouts taken to their homes.)
What to bring:  Your personal camping gear: sleeping bag, pad, flashlight, mess kit, toiletries, water bottle, appropriate clothing, money (~ $10) for dinner on way home Sunday.  Troop will provide tents, cooking gear, and stoves. 
Pine Creek provides Farmer-John neoprene wetsuit & neoprene socks, life vests, rafts and lunch. Patrols will supply Sat. lunch and dinner w/ dessert, plus Sunday breakfast.
